	Benefit: Whilst the activities in (2) might seem implicit, we have specified it as a separate action, since it provides and incidental benefit to the community. Belake will have considerable expertise to deliver (2) so as an additional benefit, Belake will make this expertise available to the voluntary and community sector, allowing them to access these skills at significantly reduced rates.
	Benefit2: We have discovered that many charities have regular need for a statistician, but not often enough to required a full time employed statistician. We will therefore provide a helpdesk style facility, which will give community organisations low cost access to a statistician, without the need to employ someone. For example a charity may require some statistical information to support a bid for funding - such as the number of potential clients for a new service. Approaching a consultancy to find this information would be expensive. However, by handling such enquiries from a variety of organisations, it becomes possible for Belake to provide low cost resources to meet this need.
